PCL PACIFIC SOUTH STANDINGS

Fast start: Eric Patterson got Sacramento off to a quick start Saturday night with some nifty work on the base
paths. The second baseman opened the bottom of the first with a hit by pitch. After Gregorio Petit struck out, Patterson
stole second and third base during Travis Buck’s at-bat. Patterson then scored from third on a passed ball, making

his 360-foot trek around the bases without a hit. Patterson is now second in the Pacific Coast League with 25 stolen
bases, tied with Alcides Escobar (Nashville) and trailing Eric Young Jr. (Colorado Springs, 38 steals). Patterson has also
stolen home twice this season; the second time was as part of a successful triple steal for the River Cats. Teammate
Cliff Pennington has 21 steals on the year, tied for fourth in the PCL. Only 62 games into the season, Patterson is well
on pace to break Bo Porter’s single-season River Cats record of 39 stolen bases. The utility player currently leads all
active River Cats with a .294 batting average, 43 runs and 70 hits.

Jump start: Eric Patterson’s single-handed rally in the first inning Saturday night kept another positive streak
going for the River Cats: Early runs. Sacramento has outscored opponents 39-23 in the first inning this season, and
26-15 in the second. That's a 65-38 scoring advantage over the first two innings.

Lefty has it right: Gio Gonzalez continued his dominant pitching Saturday night, throwing 6.0 shutout innings
to earn a victory over Tacoma. The left-hander has now allowed only one run over his last 26.1 innings of work,
spanning more than four outings. Gonzalez is also starting to creep onto the Pacific Coast League leaderboard, ranking
sixth in ERA (2.75) and fifth in strikeouts (61). He has struck out a combined 17 batters in his last two outings.

Close calls: The River Cats won 3-0 Saturday night, making them 29-15 in games decided by three runs or less.
Each of Sacramento’s last eight games, and 11 of their last 12 have been decided by three or less. The River Cats are
also 12-5 in one-run games, and 11-2 in one-run games played at Raley Field. The team has also already played in 12
extra-inning games this season, and hold a 9-3 record in those games. Much of the reason for Sacramento’s success
in these close games is credited to the team’s bullpen, which carries a 3.85 ERA.

Valley clash: The River Cats have yet to face the Fresno Grizzles this season, which could make for a heated
second-half title race. The teams will play each other 16 times over the next three months, with each team host-
ing eight games. Sacramento currently holds a 4.0-game lead over Fresno. The teams first meet Monday through
Wednesday in Fresno, and the first series at Raley Field is July 1-3.

Mazzaro watch: Former River Cats right-hander Vince Mazzaro had his major league scoreless streak snapped
Friday night in a pitchers’ duel against San Francisco ace Tim Lincecum. Ironically, it was Lincecum who recorded

the first RBI off Mazzaro since the A’s prospect joined the big club earlier this month. Lincecum singled to center to
score the first of three runs in the fifth inning off Mazzaro. It was the only three runs the Oakland right-hander allowed
in 6.0 innings of work. He struck out four batters, walked one and allowed six hits. Mazzaro had a no-hitter through
4.0 innings. Mazzaro’s scoreless streak to open his major league career ended at 17.2 innings, spanning his first

two starts and 4.0 innings Friday. Last Sunday, the right-hander pitched 7.1 innings of shutout ball against Baltimore,
increasing his scoreless streak to 13.2 innings to start his major league career. After two consecutive Pacific Coast
League Pitcher of the Week performances while with the River Cats, the A’s called up Mazzaro to the big leagues June
2. The 22-year-old right-hander responded with a dazzling performance that night, throwing 6.1 innings of shutout
ball to earn his first career major league victory. Mazzaro had allowed just one earned run over his last 28.2 innings
of work with Sacramento, dating back to a May 6 outing against the Reno Aces. Including his time with Sacramento,
Mazzaro has allowed only one run over the past 46.1 innings of work. He has a 2-0 record in Oakland. Mazzaro is next
scheduled to pitch Friday night in San Francisco, when he will face Giants ace Tim Lincecum (5-1, 2.96).

Has struggled in his last two starts, allowing seven earned runs over 6.1 innings ... in his most recent start (June 9 against visiting Colorado Springs), Reineke allowed
three runs over 4.0 innings. He gave up five hits, two walks and struck out two ... Pitched 2.1 innings on June 5 against Salt Lake City, allowing three hits and four
earned runs. He also walked four batters and threw only 33 strikes in 71 pitches ... had a dominant performance on May 31 against Las Vegas, allowing just two
hits over 5.2 innings.
